The Magic of Numbers

OBJECTIVE:  Teach numbers so that students will be able to use them to tell how much things cost.  (when shopping, getting a hotel, paying for a taxi, buying airline tickets, etc.)
Level 1 numbers 1 – 100

Level 2 numbers 100 – 1000

Level 3,4  numbers 1000 – 1,000,000,000

SETTING THE STAGE:

Show pictures of the items or the actual thing that teenagers like.  (food items, ipods, telephones, tickets to certain concerts (Taylor Swift), hamburgers at McDonalds, jeans, etc.)  Do not write prices nor numbers on the items.  

1. Teacher presents the items. (power point, brings items to class, or use document camera.)  Teacher asks the students how much they think the items cost.

2. Students raise their hands and guess the price in the target language.  (Except for Level 1 who will answer in English.)  Teacher tells students whether the price is higher or lower as they call out the prices.
3. Teacher rewards student who guesses the correct price with Bravos, candy, points, etc.
4. Teacher tells students that they will be learning numbers to be able to give prices of items.
INPUT: 
Teacher inputs the numbers. 
1. Teacher passes out a reference sheet with the numbers and their spelling.

POSSIBLE GUIDED PRACTICES:

1. Number Dictation - used with number cards.
2. Matamoscas in groups of 2 with numbers  (use cents as well)

3. Picture/Number dictation (animals with names)  The dolphin costs $305.00  
4.  Dot to dot. (all types)
5.  To practice the spelling of numbers students in Level 1 will do some elementary math problems, writing out the numbers. Teachers can also dictate telephone numbers while students write out the words for the numbers. For Levels II and up, students will answer questions about their world according to their level.
Example:  How many students attend this school?

      In what year did World War II begin?  
6. Reading numbers in context.
INDEPENDENT PRACTICE:


Either as a homework assignment or at the computer lab, students go to the Internet with a certain amount of money, according to level, and buy ten things that they want to purchase.  (Can use dollars or go to a country and purchase things in pesos, Euros, etc.)  Students find the items and the price.  Students bring pictures of items and write the price in numbers.  Students do not need to spend all of their money.

Teacher models what he/she would spend his/her money on.

Students bring pictures to class and in groups of two, students will practice their numbers by sharing what they bought and how much it cost.  For example:   I bought a (name brand) bike for $ 1,000.99
